Independent Study (2974 or 4974), Special Study (2984 and 4984), or Undergraduate Research (4994) in any department 
may also be substituted if the topic is fitting; consult the Classical Studies advisor. Substitutions must be approved by the 
Classical Studies advisor. No course taken Pass/Fail can be included in a Classical Studies Minor.
